NOTICE TO PRIME CONTRACTORS

Re:  FY 2006 SUBCONTRACT GOALS 

The Small Business Administration (SBA) has recently requested all federal agencies to submit their small business (SB) subcontracting procurement goals for fiscal year (FY) 2006.  These goals apply to all DOE prime contractors (other than small business) awarded a contract of $500,000 ($1 million in construction) or more and required to submit a subcontracting plan documenting their planned awards to small businesses.  

Although DOE/NNSA, like other federal agencies, has historically developed its departmental SB subcontracting goals based on prior years’ actual contractor reported achievement data, this year the Department requests specific SB goals for your firm. The purpose of this approach is to provide maximum latitude to our contractors, as they reevaluate their goals using the established SBA goaling guidelines that allow only two exclusions from the procurement base; i.e.; contracts with affiliates and contracts outside the United States. 
In keeping with Section 15 (g) of the Small Business Act, you are requested to propose goals that reflect the maximum practicable opportunity for small business concerns given your procurement needs. Once these goals are received, DOE will develop the overall departmental subcontracting goals for FY 2006 and submit them to the SBA.

To assist in developing goals, we have provided the below SBA government-wide subcontracting goals benchmark information:
